INTRODUCTION

School Setting:

In 1948, Cucamonga was a rural, farming town.  Since then, two major freeways have been built through the area, which links Cucamonga with the Los Angeles basin.  Also, the Ontario Airport is nearby.  These factors have caused Cucamonga to undergo major urbanization in these past few years.  Cucamonga is now considered to be one of the fastest growing areas in the United States.

Cucamonga Elementary School was built in the 1950’s and is growing along with the community.  In June, 1989, we had grown to 780 students.  With the opening of The Ontario Center School, our total enrollment was reduced to 430 for the 1992-1993 school year.  Currently, we have 25 regular classrooms plus a Learning Center/reading program, Special Education, Speech and Language services, a Physical Education Specialist, Gifted and Talented Education, Sheltered English/ESL, available Counseling services, a Library/Media Center, a new Computer Lab, complete with LCD projector, a Local Area Network MIS system throughout the school, a PTSA/Parent work center, a newly renovated multipurpose room, kindergarten class rooms, administration building, a new kitchen, and two State Preschools.  Our estimated enrollment for this year is 650 students plus an additional 100 preschool students.

We strive to provide a learning environment where:

· The uniqueness of each individual child is recognized.
· The instructional day is valued and protected.

· Children are helped to acquire competencies that will develop skills of critical and creative thinking, independent judgment, and self-confidence.

· Children are encouraged to reach their maximum potential through the use of strategies and materials that are responsive to individual needs.

· The need is recognized for individual assessment of children’s skills and abilities to provide for their strengths, interests, and differing learning styles.

· Learning situations are offered that meet the needs of children with differing learning rates and/or whose primary language is other than English.

· The development of strong feelings of self-esteem is encouraged.

· Students obtain or exceed state standards.

School Goals:
Balanced Language Arts Program

To improve the quality and increase the quantity of listening, speaking, reading, and writing using a balanced language literature approach which is solidly grounded in phonics and other essential fundamental skills as well as the study of good literature.  Teachers utilize researched based instructional strategies, small group instruction, guided/shared reading, standards based learning centers, and teach the California state standards to mastery.
Mathematics

To increase a student’s higher order thinking skills using the balanced math curriculum that has been adopted by this district based on the State’s frameworks, manipulative materials, calculators, computers, real-life applications, researched based centers, and fundamental drills.

Science

To enable each student to learn, use, and value the scientific processes while gaining content information to function in and have a positive impact on an ever-changing world. Science is incorporated and integrated to other curricular areas such as math and language arts. 

History/Social Science

To enable each student to learn and apply the concepts and skills of geography, history, and social science to become a productive and caring citizen of the world. Social Studies is incorporated and integrated to other curricular areas such as math and language arts.
Health

To enable each student to gain knowledge, skills, and practices which will extend the understanding of good health and improve fitness and physical well-being.

Computer Literacy

The newly adopted National Educational Technology Standards are implemented and utilized to gain familiarity with the computer as a tool while using higher order thinking skills, educational technology skills, and using the word processor for improvement of writing and integration across all curricular areas.
Physical Education

To provide physical education activities that enables each student to participate in skill building, fitness activities, and to improve sportsmanship that will lead to life long fitness, learning and values.

Visual and Performing Arts

To expose students to diverse experiences in art, drama, and music within our visual and performing arts program to enable each student to gain skills and knowledge in the arts that will lead to life long joy and appreciation of the arts.

Staff Development

Staff development is continuous, monitored and researched based.  The lasted brain research is taught to teachers and utilized in classrooms to enable students to learn more effectively.

Special Needs

To enable each student to gain knowledge, skills, and values while participating in the core curriculum and an individualized educational program designed to meet specific student needs.

The Learning Environment

To structure the school learning environment to allow students to explore, take risks, and become lifelong learners.

Leadership

To improve school wide leadership that will support and promote the instructional and extracurricular program for all students in a safe, nurturing, learning environment.

School wide Effectiveness

To improve school wide effectiveness in curriculum, instruction, activities, discipline, planning and evaluation in order to enable each student to be a successful learner who can reach present and future goals, WE EMPHASIZE:

· A focus on academics

· Protection of the instructional day

· Block scheduling

· A broad-based, coordinated, thinking and meaning centered curriculum including language arts, mathematics, health/science, social studies, visual and performing arts, physical education, and integrated computer instruction.

· A safe and orderly environment.  Rules and consequences are reviewed in the classroom and at an assembly at the beginning of the first quarter, second quarter and third quarter.  These rules are enforced in a fair, firm, and consistent manner.

· High standards and expectations.

· Teacher-directed instruction designed to meet the specialized needs of students: GATE, Spec.Ed., English Language Learners (ELL), Corrective Reading, Reading Lab, etc.

· A variety of researched based teaching strategies, reviewed and revised during grade level planning meetings, to meet individual student learning styles and to teach various skills for learning.

· Regular, daily home practice.


· Home school cooperation and support.

Please note that minimum day dismissals will be 12:45 p.m.

Playground supervision begins at 8:15 a.m.  Students may not arrive to play earlier as there is no supervision before that time.  All gates will be locked until 8:15 a.m.  There is no playground supervision after school.  Students must leave campus as soon as the bell rings.  Students may not wait for other students or siblings who are staying after school for class, detention, sports, kindergarten, preschool, etc.  All students staying after school for activities must have prior written permission from the parent/guardian AND the teacher.

Early Bird Kindergarten students should report directly to the kindergarten classrooms through the outside fence before school.  Afternoon Kindergarten students report to the front of the school.  Tardy students must enter through the office.   Kindergarten students leaving school before the regular dismissal time must be checked out through the office.  Both morning and afternoon parents picking up kindergarten students at the regular dismissal time should wait outside the kindergarten gate.   All students should be picked up promptly.   

All 1-5 bus students should enter the school through the south gate by the equipment. Parents are to drop off students at the main gates by the office. Students who walk to school are to enter both at the main gate and the north gate.  Tardy students must enter through the office.

Bus riding students in grades 1-5 should exit the school by the south gate.  All other 1-5 students should leave the school through the main gate or the north gate.  Students leaving school early must be checked out through the school office. Parents will be asked to show ID in order to pick students up early.   After school, students should wait for friends and siblings outside the school gates.

All visitors and parents MUST enter and leave through the front office and sign in and wear a visitor’s badge anytime they are on campus, even if only for a moment.

Day Care and Drop Off/Pick Up Areas

There is childcare available for students before school and after school provided by the YMCA for a fee.  Childcare will not be provided during regular school hours.  Childcare will be housed in the multi-purpose room. It is important that parents, who drop off or pick up their students do so in the Front of School only and at the Curb for safety purposes.  The Rancho Cucamonga Fire Department prohibits any parking in the driveway in front of the school.  The curb is painted red to remind you not to park or get out of your car.  Drivers have been ticketed for violating this safety law.   Parents, who must leave their cars, have to park in marked stalls only.  The red zone is for pick up/ drop off and emergency vehicles only. It is not for parking short term or otherwise.  The Bus Area is reserved for buses, preschool parents and kindergarten students only.  Please Do Not drop off or pick up Grades 1 through 5 students in this area.



STUDENT DROP OFF AND PICK UP 

In order to ensure the safety of your child, we have designed a parent pick-up procedure. We have tried to make student pick-up smooth and timely to accommodate parents/drivers as well. 

Please read the guidelines and reminders below. This will ensure that all parents or persons responsible for student pick-up will be aware of the procedure. We are asking that all parents and guardians read the student pick-up procedure even if your child walks or rides the bus. At some time or another, your student may have to be picked up from school by you, a family member or a friend. Knowing the procedures in advance will help to eliminate any confusion. 

We appreciate your cooperation in this matter, as student safety is our number one priority. 

Parent Pick-up/Drop-off Procedures for grades 1 - 5: 

Parents who pick up or drop off students must do so in the front of the school and only at the curb for safety purposes. The curb is painted red as a reminder not to park or leave your vehicles at any time. Any violation of this code could result in a ticket as specified in Vehicle Code Section 22500. 1. Parents or drivers who leave their vehicle must park in- the designated parking stalls. Short term parking at the curb is strictly prohibited. 

When dropping your student off in the morning, please pull all the way forward so we do not back up on to Archibald.

All students being picked up after school will only be released to the car from the “valet" area located at the far north section of the curb. Students will not be released until the vehicle is in the designated area past the crosswalk and has come to a full and complete stop. Students who are in violation of this procedure will be given a referral to the office. Please go over this procedure with your child and do not encourage them to load outside of the valet area. 

The outside lane of the pick-up/drop-off area has been designated as a "Through Traffic Only" lane. Cars may not load students from this lane nor should it be used to merge to the curb. The speed limit is 5 MPH. 

Students arriving to or leaving from school from the parking lot must use the crosswalk area. School personnel are available before and after school to ensure the safety of your child. Please follow their directions in order to make this process run smoothly and safety. 

Again, the staff would like to thank you in advance for your continued support and cooperation. If you have any questions, please feel free to contact the principal.
Para la seguridad de su hijo/a, vamos a redesignar el procedimiento de recoger a sus hijos. Además, estamos tratando que al recoger a su hijo/a sea con facilidad y a tiempo para así proporcionar tiempo y espacio para padres o choferes también. 

Favor de leer las reglas y los siguientes recordatorios. Esto asegurará que todos los padres o personas responsables por recoger a alumnos esten informados sobre el procedimiento. Les pedimos que todos los padres y tutores lean el procedimiento de recoger a alumnos aunque su hijo/a venga o se vaya a la escuela a pie o en el autobus. En alguna occasión, puede llegar el día que usted o alguien en la familia o una amistad venga a recoger a su hijo/a. Estando informados sobre el procedimiento de antemano ayudará a eliminar cualquier confusión. Apreciamos su cooperación en este asunto, ya que la seguridad de los alumnos es nuestra principal prioridad. 

Procedimiento Para Dejar o Recoger a Alunmos en grados, 1-5 

Padres que dejan o recogen a alumnos deben hacerlo enfrente de la escuela y solo en la banqueta por razones de suguridad. La banqueta esta pintada de rojo para recordarle que no se estacione o deje su carro de ninguna manera. Cualquier violacion -de este código resultara en una infracción asi especificado en el Código de Vehiculos Sección 22500. 1. Padres y choferes que tienen que dejar su carro deben estacionarse en los espacios designados. Se prohibe estrictamente estacionarse enfrente de la banqueta. 

A todos los alumnos que se vayan a recoger despúes de clases se les dejan irse solo en la area "valet" localizada en la sección norte de la esquina. No se dejára ir a alumnos hasta que el carro este en el area designada y a la persona que maneja haya parado el carro complemetamente. Alumnos en violación de este procedimiento recibirán una infracción para ir a la oficina. Favor de hablar de este procedimiento con su hijo/a y no le recomiende que se suba al carro fuera de esta area de "valet”. 

La linea de afuera del area de recoger a su hijo/a ha sido designada ahora como-linea para que Pase el Tráfico Solamente. Empleados de la escuela estan presentes antes y despúes de clases para tener la seguridad que su hijo/a este seguro. Favor de obedecer sus direcciones para que este proceso sea con toda facilidad y con toda seguridad.

Attendance and Absenteeism

Children need to attend school regularly to get the greatest benefit from their learning opportunities.  Children also need to be on time for school and picked up on time.  When children are on time, they do not miss out on learning and they are not disruptive to the learning of others when they walk in late.   

If your child is going to be absent, please call the school at 909 980-1318 prior to or on the day of the absence.  Please give your child’s name, your name, your relationship to the child, and the reason for the absence.  Absences for the following reason are considered by the state to be excused:  personal illness, a medical appointment, or attending an immediate family members funeral. All others are considered unexcused. If you are unable to call the school, please send a note when your child returns to school with her/his name, your name, your relationship to the child, and the reason for the absence.  Your child is to report directly to the office with the note.  A follow up call may be made to verify the note.  It is important for the school to know if the absence is excused or unexcused.  Under Education Code 48260 Truancy occurs when a pupil is absent from school without a valid excuse on three full days in one school year or is tardy more than 30 minutes without a valid excuse for three or more days in one school year.  Under these circumstances, the District is obligated to notify the parent/guardian when any combinations of these instances occur.  Students will be referred to the School Attendance Review Team and eventually to the City’s School Attendance Review Board for continued violations.

Please note that perfect attendance incentives for students are based on having no tardies, being in school all day everyday, and not being checked out early for appointments.
Please remember that though you do not pay direct tuition for your child to attend school, no money for textbooks, supplies, equipment, or housing comes to the school unless children are in school.  The State of California will distribute money to schools per child for each day the child is present in school.  When 
the child is absent for any reason, the school does not get the money it would have if the child were present.

Tardiness:

The number of minutes a student is required to be in school is set by law.  Students who report late to school must report FIRST to the office before going to class.  In the case of frequent tardiness, the parents will be contacted.  Please make every attempt to have your child arrive on time.  When students are late they miss important learning time, distract the teacher from teaching and disturb other students trying to learn.  We appreciate the time and effort you put in to help your child arrive on time.

Early Pickup of Students:

Parents, who need to pick up their children from school before the end of the regular school day, must come in to the office to sign them out.  You are encouraged to call ahead of time.  This will help us have your child available for pick up without a delay for the parent and it will minimize classroom/instructional disruptions.  However, we want you to be aware that this affects your child’s attendance count.

Illness and Injury
To Help Your Child Be Healthy at School:
1. Have regular physical and dental checkups and keep immunizations up to date.  New students shall provide an up-to-date immunization record to register at our school. 

2. Provide simple and comfortable clothing-suitable for the weather.  Covered shoes with closed toes are required for protection (not sandals, thongs or slippers).

3. Make sure your child is given breakfast each day or is given money to purchase breakfast at school.

4. Keep your child home if there is a fever.

5. Make sure your child gets plenty of sleep each night. Children need 8 to 9 hours of sleep at night.

When Your Child Becomes Ill or Injured at School:

If your child has a fever or is displaying other symptoms of illness, the parent (first) or person listed by the parent on the emergency card will be notified.  Please make sure that the Emergency Card is completely filled out and is accurate.  The child should be picked up as soon as possible for the child’s protection as well as the protection of other pupils.

Medication at School:

No medication (prescription or over the counter drug) may be given to a student by school personnel until the school has received a medication consent form completed and signed by the student’s physician and parent/guardian.  The medication must be clearly labeled and be for the student in question.  No student may keep any medication on his or her person.  This includes all asthma inhalers or breathing machines.  If you have any questions please contact the school.

Communicable Diseases:

Rashes associated with internal illnesses (measles, chicken pox, etc) are almost always considered contagious.  The child will not be allowed in school, under these conditions until the school receives a physician’s note that states the child is no longer contagious.  If there are any questions please contact the school nurse for further clarification.  Students who have been deemed to be recovered need to reenter through the Health Office and may not attend classes until this is done. 
School Accident Insurance:

Student Accident Insurance forms are available to assist parents in providing low-cost insurance should an injury occur.  Forms describing coverage and cost will be sent home at the beginning of school and are available in the school office.

School Library:

The Library is open 2-3 days per week and is staffed with a media clerk.   We have two Book Fairs each year so students may purchase their own books.  We also have the book mobile every other week.  Students must have parent permission and local library cards to utilize this service.
Students are encouraged to use the library for the purpose of checking out reading books or conducting research.  Students are expected to care for all library materials and return books in good condition.  Students must pay for the replacement of lost or damaged library books in order to retain library privileges.
Library Rules:

Students Should:


Enter and leave the library quietly and orderly.


Avoid talking loudly and never disturb others.


Use books, materials, and equipment properly and carefully.


Always be supervised by an adult in the library.
Lost and Found:

Parents are urged to clearly mark students’ names on clothing, lunches, and other belongings.  Lost clothing items may be found at the clothes rack in the cafeteria.  Smaller items may be kept in the lost and found in the office.

Unclaimed items after school is closed for the summer will be donated to a charitable organization.

Students, who find anything on campus, should turn it in to the office or their teacher immediately.  Remember, these items do not belong to you, but to someone else who lost them.

Meals in Cafeteria

Breakfast and lunch are offered daily in the school cafeteria.  Prices are established by the District Food Services Department.  Applications are available in the school office for those who meet the qualifications for the reduced/free School Lunch Program.  Students must continue to follow all school rules during these programs.

Breakfast is available in the cafeteria beginning 20 minutes prior to the start of the day (8:15 AM).  Students should go directly to the cafeteria area when they arrive at school if they plan to eat breakfast.  Line up only when the cafeteria staff is ready and the teacher directs you to do so. 
Not Before.  The cafeteria line closes at 8:30 am. Students, who arrive after 8:30, will not be allowed to line up for breakfast.  

We take pride in our school so students are expected to clean up after themselves and cooperate with all adult supervisors during these programs.  

Bus Transportation:

Bus transportation is provided for eligible students.  Bus schedules are sent home in the first day packet.  Additional schedules may be picked up in the school or district offices.

Only those children who are regular bus riders may ride the bus.  Riders must get off only at the bus stop assigned to them.  Regulations also prohibit the transporting of animals, helium balloons, or glass containers.  Glass containers for beverage purposes are not allowed at school.

Parents are urged to review with their children proper behavior both on the bus and at bus stops.  Students must follow the directions of the driver and show proper respect.  Violation of bus rules will result in citations sent home and/or denial of bus privileges.

EXPECTATIONS FOR STUDENT BEHAVIOR

Discipline Program:

I.
Philosophy

The students, staff, and parents of Cucamonga School District form a unique community of people engaged in the important task of learning.  A safe, pleasant learning environment is essential to successful learning.

Everyone benefits from discipline in the schools.  Students learn more and develop a feeling of pride because they are part of a productive, orderly learning environment.  Instruction is effective when teachers are able to spend more time and effort helping students instead of dealing with behavioral problems.  School activities are more fun and rewarding when they are not disrupted by inappropriate behavior.  A successful discipline program enables students to work, play and live in a pleasant, safe and orderly environment where they can enjoy greater personal freedom.  The responsibility for discipline and for creating this environment rests with the students, staff, and parents.  This requires that all three parties work together to meet their responsibilities.

Each student enrolled in the Cucamonga School District and at Cucamonga Elementary School will be made aware of acceptable behavior and will be held accountable for his or her actions, behaviors, and conduct at school, on the way to school or on the way from school to home, as well as at school sponsored activities and events.  Inappropriate behavior will be subject to negative consequences. Discipline will be administered in a fair, firm and consistent manner.

II.
Rules and Conduct

The rules, regulations, and laws are made to help the students understand appropriate behavior, as well as to help them increase self- discipline. 
A.
Cucamonga School Wide Rules

We are safe, friendly, and ready to learn because we take responsibility for our decisions and choices.
 

1. Respect ourselves, others, and our learning environment with our words and actions.

2. Follow all directions without hesitation.

3. Keep hands, feet, objects and unkind words to ourselves.

4. Walk orderly and quietly in the halls, on the sidewalk, and on the blacktop.

Additional items to understand:

1. Students must stay on campus during the school day and not leave without permission from authorized personnel.

2. Students should have regular attendance and make up missed assignments when appropriate.
3. Snacks like gum and unshelled seeds are always unacceptable.

4. The following personal items are unacceptable:  balls, bats, radios/walkman, games not part of class activity, inappropriate reading material, skates, wheelies, skateboards, bikes, dangerous objects like matches, knives including kitchen knives or plastic knives, firecrackers, phones, pagers, laser pointers, etc.

C.
Cafeteria Rules
All lunch money is handled by the cafeteria staff.  At the lunch bell, classes are brought to the designated line up area.  Students are picked up by the teacher at the end of the lunch period.
Students shall:

Follow directions given by the noon duty supervisors.

3. Remain in designated area during lunch.

4. Stay in lines, and do not cut in line for any reason.

5. Always carry the tray with two hands.

Do not play in the eating area.

9.       Eat food and dispose of trash in trash cans.  Do not take food items away from the

6. Keep the bus, and the area around the bus stop, clean.  No eating or drinking on the bus.

7. Bring no animals, helium balloons or glass aboard the bus.

8. Observe all traffic rules and laws.

Walker Rules


Students shall:

Stay on sidewalks or in crosswalks.  Observe all traffic rules and laws.

Be courteous to crossing guards and to neighbors.

Arrive no earlier than 20 minutes prior to the beginning of school.

Leave skateboards, bikes, and skates at home. These are not allowed on campus.

Go straight home after school and do not harass other students on the way

Auditorium/School Sponsored Activities Rules


Students shall:

III.
Progressive Consequences For Not Following Rules and for Unacceptable 

Behaviors

If a student fails to follow these guidelines, the teacher/adult in charge and the student will attempt to resolve the behavior problem.  If this is not successful, the parent will be 
contacted and a conference may be arranged.  Certain behaviors may result in a student having to serve detention time during or after school hours.

Offenses of a serious or repeated nature may result in a suspension on or off campus. (EC 48900)

Students who are suspended may not participate in any school activities or programs for the duration of the suspension.

Infractions of school – wide rules, not of a serious nature, will be handled by the teacher.  Appropriate, communicated interventions will be used before the child is sent to the office for discipline by the principal.  Note: corporal punishment of any kind is prohibited by law. 

Serious Violations will be sent to the Office immediately.

Suspensions:

· A suspension will be used for extreme or repeated violation of rules and/or legally defined suspendable offenses under EC 48900:

· Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury to another person

· Possessed, sold, or otherwise furnished any firearms, knife, explosive, or other dangerous object unless, in the case of possession of any such object, the pupil had obtained written permission to possess the item from a certificated school employee, which is concurred in by the principal or the designee of the principal.

· Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, or otherwise furnished or been under the influence of any controlled substance.

· Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance.

· Committed or attempted to commit robbery or extortion.

· Caused or attempted to cause damage to school property or private property.

· Stolen or attempts to steal school property or private property.

· Possessed or used tobacco or any products containing tobacco or nicotine products.

· Committed an obscene act or engaged in habitual profanity or vulgarity.
· Had unlawful possession of, or unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any drug paraphernalia.

· Disrupted school activities or otherwise willfully defied the valid authority of supervisors, teachers, administrators, school officials, or other school personnel engaged in the performance of their duties.

· Knowingly received stolen school or private property.

· Possessed an imitation firearm...that could cause a reasonable person to assume it is a real firearm.

· Committed or attempted to commit a sexual assault.

· Harassed, threatened or intimidated a pupil who is a complaining witness in a disciplinary action.

· Sexual Harassment

· Hate Violence

No pupil shall be suspended or expelled for any of the acts enumerated unless that act is related to school activity or school attendance.  A pupil may be suspended or expelled for acts which are enumerated in this section and related to school activity or attendance which occur at any time, including, but not limited to, any of the following:

· While on school grounds

· While going to or coming from school

· During lunch period whether on or off campus

· During or while going to or coming from, a school sponsored activity

Procedures:

1. Each teacher will:
· teach rules and give examples of the rules.

· model the rules.

· post classroom rules and general school rules for students to see.

· collect the signed sheet from the Student Handbook indicating that the student and parents have read the rules.

· enforce all school rules in a fair, firm, and consistent manner.

2. Each student will:

· listen to the teacher explain the rules.

· respond to questions about the rules.

· obey all rules.

· attend the Safety and Courtesy Assemblies.

· sign a statement of understanding at the back of the student handbook and return that sheet to the teacher.  Parents also need to sign the statement.

3.    Each Campus Aide, Teacher, Aide, Principal, Assistant Principal, other adult on duty will:

· monitor student behavior.

· teach and model the rules.
· explain and re-teach rules when they are broken.

· write up a referral/action report for repeated and severe violations of the rules.
· refer violators first to their classroom teacher for disciplinary action unless the student’s action is a serious suspendable offense.   These actions should be sent to an administrator.  Note: As much as possible, the power of discipline shall be kept in the hands of the offender’s classroom teacher.

· Place students in playground detention as needed to handle immediate problems.

4.
Office Referral:
Office referrals will be used for extreme or repeated violations of rules and/or legally defined suspendable acts.  However, when it is necessary to take disciplinary action within the classroom, the teacher shall document all actions and contacts with parents.  Copies of this documentation should be attached to the referrals when that action is necessary.
5.
Recess Detention:

Students given recess detention should be sent straight to the detention area.  These students will be sent for behavior reasons only not for uncompleted work or for homework not done.  No one is allowed in this area unless assigned.  Students will stay in the area until picked up by their classroom teacher.  Teachers, who feel that their whole class, or a large portion of their class, deserves recess detention, will monitor that session in their own room.

6.
Playground Detention:   

Students who need to be isolated and timed out from recess activities will be placed by the person on duty in the designated detention area and separated so they do not talk to each other or bother each other.  They will be placed in a clearly observable location.

Tardy Procedures

Teachers will continue with the due process procedures used for other classroom infractions.

When tardiness, as other classroom infractions, are not remedied by normal classroom management strategies, the teacher will fill out a referral form listing the dates of the tardies, the strategies used to remedy the problem and the dates of parent contacts. The teacher will then submit it to the office for action, and the principal will get involved.

Step 1
Parents will get a letter indicating the amount of tardies, reasons for being on time to class, and a notice to contact the principal.**

Step 2
Student/Parent/Principal/Teacher conference or SART will meet in an attempt to 

resolve the issue at the site level and to inform the parents that the next step is a referral to the School Attendance and Review Board.

Students, who are on inter or intra district transfer assignments could lose their attendance privileges at CES if after the step 1 contact, improvement is not made.
Prohibited Personal Property
Students are not to have in their possession (including in their book bags, desks or cubbies) nor bring the following items to school:

· Radios, CD players, TV’s, record players, toys, balls, video games, games, tape players, cameras, cell phones, beepers, pagers, laser pointers, in short, anything that is not related to class assignments should not be brought to school.   The possession of any of these items by students is prohibited unless written permission is given by the Principal for special occasions or circumstances.

· Gang related jewelry, insignia, colors, paraphernalia (beepers, gloves, rags, bandannas, plastic hands, pacifiers, shoestrings etc.), materials, apparel, clothing or attire which creates animosity or promotes violence between persons or groups 

GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT DRESS

Dress, Grooming and Prohibited Personal Property 

Students must adhere to the following guidelines: Dress should be appropriate for normal school activities; it should reflect pride and respect for oneself. Health and safety are guides to acceptable school attire. Garments should meet acceptable standards and be appropriate and in good repair. The administration retains sole discretion to determine if the garment meets this standard. 

Basic Dress Guidelines: 
Shoes must be worn at all times. A substantial sole is required and enclosed toe and heel on footwear is required. High heels, strapless sandals, thongs, bedroom slippers, moccasins, footsies, wheelies (or any shoe with wheels) etc. are not acceptable. 

Extremely brief garments such as jogging shorts, exercise tights, halter tops, bare midriffs, tube tops, net tops, tank tops (including basketball jerseys over t-shirts) spaghetti straps, plunging necklines (front and back), cut up clothing, bathing suits, gym shorts, see through, strapless, or backless garments are not appropriate. 

Hats of any kind may not be worn without the expressed permission of the principal.     (Education Code 35183.5)

The hat must be white, tan, or khaki colored.   

The hat must be foldable, allowing it to be folded and placed in a student's pocket or backpack while the student is indoors. 

 The hat must have a full circumference brim, which measures 2" to 5" in width. While the hat is being worn, the brim cannot be molded or folded in any way. 

 No manufacturer or team logos shall be present on the outside of the hat, including the underside of the brim. 

Hats shall be unadorned. No personal markings, pins, or other attachments are allowed on the outside/inside of the hat including the underside of the brim. 

For identification purposes, a student's name may be inscribed inside the hat lining. No other markings are allowed on any part of the hat. 

The administration is responsible for determining the appropriateness of a hat and whether the hat meets District criteria and provides substantive protection from the sun. 

Hairnets, bandannas (for any purpose), hair rollers, clippies, or other grooming aids are not appropriate. 

Sunglasses are not permitted unless prescribed by an MD. 

Earrings or other jewelry, which may present a safety hazard, are not suitable for school wear.

Garments, which contain words that are suggestive or have suggestive double meanings of lewdness, obscenity or vulgarity, are not to be worn. 

Garments with slogans or pictures promoting the use of drugs, alcohol, gangs, or substance use will not be allowed.  

Gang attire of any kind is strictly prohibited. Shirts with buttons are to be buttoned at all times. 

Clothing, make-up or hair-do styles that disrupt the educational process are not appropriate, except on school dress up days. 
Belt buckles must be plain. No initials are allowed. Belts must be strung through the belt loops of pants or shorts. No part may hang down in gang fashion. 

Pants and shorts must be tailored and not altered or cut. 

Tattoos are to be covered at all times. 

For health reasons, body piercing is strongly discouraged.

HOME PRACTICE PLAN

Philosophy

The staff of Cucamonga School District recognizes that homework contributes toward building responsibility, self-discipline and life-long learning habits.  Time spent on homework directly influences students’ ability to meet our academic standards.  The staff expects students and parents/guardians to view homework as an important and routine part of their child’s daily life.

Guidelines

The following guidelines were established by the Cucamonga School District.

1. Homework is important and expected for all students.  Homework is to be completed at home.

2. Homework should be meaningful and related to classwork and be part of the grading formula.

3. Regular feedback on homework will be given to students.

4. Schoolwork that is given during the day and not completed may be added to the homework.

5. Some homework may be exploratory.  Research may be necessary in order to complete these assignments.

6. Homework usually reviews concepts previously taught.  It is designed to reinforce a student’s understanding.

7. It is the responsibility of students who are absent from any or all classes to obtain and complete make-up assignments.

8. Students are expected to work on homework on a daily basis.

The average lengths of daily homework times are listed below.  Assignments may vary slightly depending on teacher, student and nature of the assignment.

Kindergarten
20-30 minutes per day

Monday - Thursday

Grades 1-2
30-40 minutes per day

Monday - Thursday

Grades 3-5
40-60 minutes per day

Monday – Thursday

In addition to the times listed above, all students are expected to read or be read to daily.

Teacher Responsibility

1. Teachers will inform parents about homework expectations during the evening of the “Back to School” event in September and throughout the year.

2. Teachers will distribute an information letter to parents explaining their class expectations, grading and homework policies.

3. Teachers will communicate class homework assignments to parents and students on a weekly or daily basis.

4. When students repeatedly fail to do their homework, parents/guardians shall be notified.

5. Teachers will respond to parent messages and will return calls in a prompt fashion.

6. Homework will not be assigned as punishment.

7. At grade level meetings, teachers will coordinate assignments as needed.

8. Teachers will ensure that homework assignments are recorded and feedback is given.

9. Teachers will follow the homework guidelines set forth in this plan.

Study Techniques Taught To Students

Students will be taught the following student techniques:

1. Asking for clarification of the assignments, and asking for help when it is needed.

2. Setting aside a regular time to do homework.

3. Studying in a quiet place.

4. Completing his or her work and handing it in when it is due.

5. Doing his or her best on each homework assignment.

6. Taking home and using daily assignment calendars, textbooks and supplies.

7. Sharing class and school assignments and expectations with their parents daily.

8. Taking responsibility for completing homework assignments and turning them in on time.

Guidelines for Parents (K-5)

Parents can support a student’s interest in lifelong learning by encouraging good study habits and providing a learning environment in the home.  In helping students with homework, parents can help by:

1. Showing interest in the student’s work

2. Checking to see that homework assignments are completed.

3. Encouraging the student to do his/her own work.  Assisting only when needed.

4. Providing a regular time and place for study, free from distraction and, if possible, reserved for that student alone.

5. Assisting by balancing schoolwork with other family activities.

6. Talking with teachers if assignments seem to be causing problems for the students.

7. Sharing thoughts and ideas with the students on topics of interest.

8. Keeping in touch with school programs through calls, visits and by participating on school committees.
Student Access to Resources

Students visit the school library as a class weekly other week to obtain resource materials.  On an individual basis students may use the school library or Internet to gather resources for homework and classwork.  In addition, all students are encouraged to use resources of public libraries.

Academic homework will sometimes emphasize independent research, reports, special reading assignments and problem solving activities.  Each year the school participates in at least one large school wide project.  Science Fair, Writing celebration and or History Day event.  The teacher will communicate specific assignment responsibilities.

Homework is assigned to strengthen skills, help develop study skills and extend learning.  Homework will be assigned every night except Friday’s  Students will not have class time to do homework.  You can help your child develop their full potential and prepare themselves for their future.

Make sure your child has:

The same place for homework to be done every day.

A quiet place to work with good light.

A regular time each day for doing homework.

Basic supplies always there (paper, pencils, pens, erasers, markers, ruler, crayons).  Aids to good organization (assignment calendar, book bag, folders notebook).  Your expectation that they will complete the homework.  Your positive motivation & 

for the success of small steps.

Questions to ask your child:

What is your assignment today?

Is the assignment clear?  If not suggest calling the school or a classmate.

When is it due?

Do you need special resources (a trip to the library, access to a computer, special supplies)?

Have you started today’s assignment? Finished it?

Is it a longterm assignment a project or report?

For a major project, would it help to write out the steps or make a schedule?

Would a practice test be useful?
Other ways to help:
Look over your child’s homework, but don’t do the work!

Meet the teachers early in the year and find out about homework policy.

Review teacher comments on homework that has been returned.

Contact the teacher if there is a homework problem or need you cannot resolve

Congratulate your child on a job well done!

Helping Your Child At Home

Information from:  The Changing Language Arts Curriculum, A Booklet for Parents, California Department of Education, 1990)

I.
Talk with your child about shared experiences:

Parents can deepen their children’s understanding of the world by talking with them about the experiences and memories they have shared.  Parents should talk with children about their studies, homework, and school experiences.  the experiences should be varied as a variety of experiences help children develop different sorts of knowledge.  These experiences should be surrounded by talk.  Communicative parents give children opportunities to talk too, encouraging their children to think and talk about the world around them.  Language frames the world that the child knows; the richer the language, the richer the child’s world.

II.
Listen to your child read to you:

Children begin to see themselves as readers when they are provided opportunities to share books with others.  Invite your child to share favorite library and personal books with you by reading them aloud to you.  Talking with your child about the book will increase his or her understanding of the book.

III.
Read aloud with your child:

Giving your child direct contact with books by reading stories aloud is a very important activity for building the knowledge required for eventual success in reading.  There is more to reading to children than just saying the words.  Reading aloud is a social event, a shared activity in which children are encouraged to ask questions and talk about the story.  Children of all ages benefit from hearing stories read aloud.
IV.
Have your child see you read:

Children get the impression that reading is valuable when they see their parents enjoying and benefiting from reading.  When parents read newspapers, magazines, and books at home and check out library books for themselves as well as for the children, they set a powerful example and emphasize the importance and pleasure of reading.  A family reading hour, when parents can read the newspaper or their favorite magazine or novel and when children can read their own books, works well in many homes.  In addition to giving everyone a time to read, a family reading hour underscores the importance you attach to reading.  Because you value reading, your children can learn to do the same.
V.
Show the importance and use of writing at home:

When children are read to, they almost automatically learn about the written language as well.  Providing opportunities and purposes for writing will enhance your child’s interest in writing.  Ideas to suggest for writing activities include journal or diary writing, shopping lists, story writing, and thank-you-notes.

VI.
Monitor your child’s television and Internet viewing:

Establish guidelines for the amount of television that is watched and the types of shows hat are viewed.  Do the same with Internet access.  Whenever possible, watch the programs or surf the net with your children.  When parents and their children watch television or interact with the Internet together, discussion can take place about what has been seen or read.  In this way, children can better understand the programs, and parents have the opportunity to discuss family values as they relate to television or Internet experiences.
Independent Study

In order to participate in an independent study program, the Principal must be contacted 2 weeks prior to the start of the program.  A written plan prescribed by law (EC 51747) will be developed.  Assignments must be consistent with the District’s adopted course of studies.  The limits are three weeks for grades K-3 and six weeks for grades 4-5.
